On Maundy Thursd ay there is an evening celebration of Communion called a Tenebrae 

Service  at 7:00 p.m .  Easter Sunday we have two morning services of worship:  7:00 a.m., 

followed by a breakfast served by our Youth Ministry and 10:00 a.m.
